[bookmark: _GoBack]What to Expect when you Book a Room at Stouffville United Church


1. Renters are expected to follow all Provincial and Local Health guidelines, be it for COVID or other diseases, as a minimum. Extra requirements (eg. Vaccination or masks) are at the renter’s discretion. 

2. While current Provincial regulations no longer require that everyone wear face masks within the building, we expect renters to operate in a mask friendly way and respect those who choose to wear one.

3. Given the number of serious viruses continuing to circulate in the community (COVID, RSV and others) we recommend renters ask their attendees to self-screen and not attend if unwell or symptomatic.

4. Hand sanitizer stations are available at the south entrance to the building and in the upper-level hallway. 

5. Meetings may be booked in our Lower Auditorium, the Davis Room, and the Friendship Room.  Our Sanctuary is available for special events. Please note the room limits on the Booking page. Wi-Fi and a flat television screen with HDMI cable are available for you to host a Zoom meeting alongside your in-person meeting (bring your own laptop). When booking please indicate your need for this item.

6. The Auditorium is used by our Daycare and thus only available evenings and weekends. Please review the special Auditorium Booking Guidelines before booking the Auditorium.
 
7. Washrooms and high touch areas are cleaned frequently. Please note that washroom facilities are a mix of single-user gender-neutral washrooms (upstairs) and two large single gender washrooms (downstairs). If required, washrooms are supplied with a caddy with cleaning supplies. Remember to wash your hands, leave the washroom neat and use the hand sanitizer stations.

8. Please use the recycle, green and garbage bins located throughout the church.

9. All renters must be able to provide proof of liability insurance.  The insurance must be for at least $2,000,000 and Stouffville United Church should be a named insured. One potential provider of this insurance is through PAL Insurance Brokers online at  www.PalCanada.com 
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
